TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states:

"And you shall command the Children of
Israel that they bring to you pure pressed olive
oil for illumination to keep the lamp constantly
burning" (Exodus 27:20).

The Midrash comments on this verse that
the Almighty does not really need the light,
but you should nonetheless make a light
for Him just as He makes light for you. The
Midrash gives the analogy of a blind person
and a person who could see who were walking
together. The person with sight led the blind
person the entire way. When they came to their
destination the sighted person told the blind
erson to make a light. "I want you to do this,"
e said, "so you will not feel a debt of gratitude
for all that I have done for you. Now you have
done something for me in return."
Rabbi Yeruchem Levovitz comments that from
here we see what total kindness is. There are
many ulterior motives a person can have when
he does favors for others. The ultimate in doing
kindness is to do it without any expectations
for something in return. This Midrash should
be our guide when we do a favor for another
person. Our attitude should be totally to help
someone and not expect even gratitude in
return.
Many people feel strong resentment towards
people who do not show any gratitude for
what they have done for them. While a person
should feel gratitude, one who does kindnesses
for others for the sake of doing kindness will be
free of any negative feelings towards someone
who does not reciprocate or express gratitude.
Moreover, an elevated person will go out of his
way to make the person receiving his kindness
feel free of any o%ligations towards him.

PURIM STORY: CHANCE OR MIRACLE?

Each event in the Megillah is natural and possible, and
seems to be orchestrated entirely by human beings
and their choices:

1) A king gets drunk and decides to call for his wife to
appear before the guests. That could happen.

2) The wife, Vashti, refuses to appear before the king.
The king decides to kill her. Esther is chosen queen.
That's possible.

3) Haman chooses to kill Mordechai and ask permission
from king. Could Be.

4) The king has insomnia one night and remembers an

old favor he needs to repay to Mordechai. Possible.
But when ALL of these incidents happen to coincide,
when ALL the pieces of the jigsaw puzzle come together
in one huge "coincidence," they form nothing short of a
miracle.
It may be hidden, but a directing force becomes obvious
all the same.
Each event which Haman thought he controlled, turned
out to bring about his downfall. His suggestion to kill
Vashti, the queen, caused the positioning of Esther as
redeemer. His suggestion to use the kings robes and
horse -- born of his desire to honor himself by parading
around on the king's horse -- became the perfect reward
for Mordechai's deed. And the hand-built gallows he
intended for Mordechai were those used for his own
hanging.
Throughout the Megillah story, God directs events and
takes advantage of people's free will choices to form a
tapestry of purpose and destiny -- the redemption of the
Jewish people.
Throughout the entire story of Purim, the name of God
isn't mentioned. It is an era of hiddeness of God's face
(hester panim). But more than ever, it is clear how
God is running the show. There are simply too many
"coincidences." The links fit together too well.
Another point to keep in mind: The Megillah spans a
nine-year period. When it is compressed into one book
and we read it in half an hour, we see with perspective
and hindsight how every painful event was working
towards a purposeful end. However, when we're in the
midst of a difficult situation, we tend to see only the
darkness and confusion.

The particular message of the day, then, is to understand
God's guiding hand in history and in the mundane affairs
of this world.

Olam, "world," comes from the root ne'elam, "hidden."
God's name doesn't appear. But when all is said and
done, His presence is recognized everywhere. He is
not concealed. He only appears to be. It is up to us to
find Him in every event of our lives. We need only read

Rabbis: Don't drink too much
on Purim

Senior religious Zionist rabbis are calling
on teenagers to avoid excessive alcohol
consumption during Purim, in spite of the
command to drink until one does not know
the difference between "cursed be Haman"
and "blessed be Mordechai."

The initiative was launched by the Israel
Anti-Drug Authority together with the Na-
dav organization for religious youth at risk,
which have been posting since last week-
end large ads in the sector's newspapers,
synagogue bulletins and websites, under the
title: "In Purim it's a mitzvah to be happy
— just don’t regret it." "Although in Purim
it's a mitzvah to drink, there is no mitzvah
to do things that you'll regret, and it is not
permitted to cross the line and violate To-
rah prohibitions," the ads read. "So before
you drink the next glass, think: When you
drink, you are unaware of the danger." The

ads conclude by wishing the teens a "Happy
