TORAH PORTION OF THE WEEK

Sarah dies at the age of 127. Avraham purchases a burial place for her
in Hebron in the cave of Ma'arat HaMachpela. Avraham sends his
servant, Eliezer, back to the "old country," his birthplace Charan, to find
a wife for Yitzhak (Isaac). Eliezer makes what appear to be very strange
conditions for the matrimonial candidate to fulfill in order to qualify for
Yitzhak. Rivka (Rebecca) unknowingly meets the conditions. Eliezer
succeeds in getting familial approval, though they were not too keen
about Rivka leaving her native land.

Avraham marries Keturah and fathers six more sons. He sends them
east (with the secrets of mysticism) before he dies at 175. Yitzhak and
Ishmael bury Avraham near Sarah in the Ma'arat HaMachpela, the cave
Avraham purchased in Hebron to bury Sarah. The portion ends with the
listing of Ishmael's 12 sons and Ishmael dying at age 137.

fron the Hittite agreed to sell Avraham the Cave of Machpela

in Hebron as a burial place for Sarah, after several exchanges
regarding the sale. The Torah then relates that "And Avraham heard ...
and weighed out for Efron ... four hundred shekels" (Gen. 23:16).
Efron spoke as if he were a generous man. He spoke to Avraham
with the greatest respect. He ostensibly offered him the burial
site free of charge. He mentioned, however, in passing, "The four
hundred shekels that one might usually pay for this is nothing
between friends. Your friendship is more precious than money. Take
it without payment."
Avraham took the hint. He was perceptive and realized that Efron
did not really want to give the land for nothing. It might seem to a
naive bystander that Efron only mentioned the sum of money as an
aside, that it was just a passing remark of no significance. However,
Avraham "heard", and with his well-developed intuition understood
Efron's real intentions. He responded to Efron's inner wishes and not
to his superficial words.
This ability to differentiate between what someone says and what he
really means is an attribute that we must develop. For many areas of
spiritual growth it is essential.
For example, someone makes a belittling remark about something he
just accomplished. The person would really appreciate a kind word.
He might be uncertain about the quality of what he did and want
reassurance. This encouragement could be beneficial in motivating
him for further accomplishment. If you really "hear" him, you will
say those kind words.
Another example: You may ask someone if he needs your help.
He replies, "No, I can do it myself. It's not so difficult." Taking the
words at their face value you might just walk away. However, if
you are perceptive, you will know that he really needs your help.
Perhaps he is either too shy or too embarrassed to ask for your help.
Learn to be perceptive to realize when your help is needed and really
welcomed.

Halachot Lighting Shabbat candles in a Hotel.

W’hen we eat in the Hotel's dinning room and we sleep
in our own room, we need to have a candle in both.
Rabbi Obadia Yosef clarifies that if the Hotel does not
allow to have a candle lit in the room, for safety reasons,
one should leave an electrical light lit, and before turning
it on, the blessing should be said.

Now, as to the Hotel's dinning room, while there is an
obligation to have candles lit there, there is no "personal”
obligation to light a candle in the dinning room. In other
words, if someone else already lit a candle in the dinning
room, there is not need for me or my wife to light another
candle.

However, if someone still wants to light an additional
candle in the dining room, then, there is a difference of
opinion between the Sephardi and Ashkenazi tradition.
Sephardim do not say a berakha for lighting an additional
candle because it is considered an unnecessary berakha.
While the Ashkenazi tradition holds that one should
recite the berakha on an additional candle , because it
adds to the splendor and enjoyment of Shabbat.

All in the Family

hen Abraham sends Eliezer to find
a wife for his son Isaac, his only real
criterion is that he look for a wife among
Abraham's own family. The Mishnah tells us
something similar: "Do not be distracted by
beauty. Rather look at family."

It always interested me that family should be
the criterion for a date. I would understand
character, common values, perhaps even
personality. But why family? Surely you
should judge a person by who they are, not
the family they come from!

Let me tell you first how I think this is often
misunderstood. I find that this is often looked
atin an elitist way. You sometimes find people
who believe that certain families are not good
enough for their children to marry into. This
is not what the Torah is telling us. It is simply
arrogant snobbery.

I think the Torah is telling us the following
idea: Happy families generally produce
happy children. It's a simple equation; if
children have a stable, warm and supportive
environment to grow up in, they will most
likely grow into emotionally healthy adults.
And if they grow up in a home of conflict
and instability, they will probably struggle
to adjust to the challenges of life. Now of
course, there is always free will. Bad eggs
can come from the best of homes, and stars
can shine forth from the worst. Abraham,
whose father owned an idol store, is a classic
example of this.

So it's a useful rule of thumb that if you are
looking for someone to marry, take a look
at the family. If they are a dysfunctional
household, watch out for problems. If they
are a happy household, be encouraged.
Ultimately, judge the person for who they are.
But family background can help guide you.
Family is so important in the development
of a child. Parents do have a great deal of
influence on how their children turn out. It
is a very big responsibility. Happy parents
who are happy with each other will usually
bring up happy children. A happy home is a
wonderful environment in which to grow up.
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Apartment prices up 72%
since 2007

partment prices in Israel went up by

72% from 2007 to 2012, according

to figures released Sunday by the Central
Bureau of Statistics (CBS). The sharpest
annual rise in housing prices was 21% -
from March 2009 to March 2010.
According to the figures, from 2000 to
2006 apartment prices in Israel dropped
12%.
The report reveals that the standard of
living has gone up consistently since the
mid 1950s — a process characterized by
a drop in household expenses on food,
clothing and footwear, and a rise in ex-
penses on services like transportation
and communications.

From the mid 1950s to the mid 1970s,
there was a significant rise in the num-
ber of households living in an apartment
they owned, reaching 71% of house-
holds with an apartment of their own in
the mid 1970s. That figure has remained
stable since then.

Israeli hotels world's seventh
most expensive

Israel is ranked in seventh place world-
wide in terms of the most expensive
prices for staying in hotels according to
the hotel reservations site hotels.com, in
its global index of hotel prices over the
past six months. The site has surveyed
prices actually paid for overnight stays
in hotels in the world's major countries
and cities.
The survey found that the average price
for an overnight stay in an Israeli hotel
over the past six months was $227, 3% up
from the corresponding period of 2012.

The survey found that Monte Carlo was
the world's most expensive location for
hotels at $302 per night followed by
Muskat ($299) is second place and Rio
de Janeiro ($287) in third place. The av-
erage price of an overnight stay in a
hotel in the US was $189.

The average price for an overnight stay
in Jerusalem was a more modest $205
compared with $180 in London, Milan,
Munich and Amsterdam. In Madrid
and Las Vegas the average price is just
$130.

New Jerusalem entrance
highway to be named after
Rabbi Ovadia Yosef
Minister of Transport Yisrael Katz has
decided to commemorate Rabbi Ovadia
Yosef by naming Road 16, the new en-
trance highway into Jerusalem, after him.
Road 16 will run from an interchange at
Motza with Road 1 (the Jerusalem-Tel
Aviv highway) to Herzl Boulevard at
Shaarei Tzedek Medical Center and the
Begin Highway. The 4.7-kilometer road

will cut through the Jerusalem Forest.
Planning of the new highway has already
begun, with construction due to begin in
the coming year.
Katz said, "I have decided to name the
new entrance road to Jerusalem for the
late Rabbi Ovadia Yosef. Rabbi Yosef
was a great figure for the People of Is-
rael and a great figure in Jerusalem. This
road will run from Mevasseret and will
pass by the neighborhood of Har Nof,
where the rabbi lived. Road 16 will sym-
bolically link two great men: Menachem
Begin and Rabbi Ovadia Yosef through
the two main entrances to the city."
