Esav, angry because of his brother's deception which caused him to lose
the firstborn blessings, plans to kill Ya'akov, so Ya'akov flees to his uncle
Lavan (Laban) in Padan Aram - on the advice of his parents. They also
advise him to marry Lavan's daughter.

he Torah describes Esau's garments as "the coveted ones"

(Genesis 27:15).
Why coveted ones? Esau coveted the regal garments of
Nimrod; he killed Nimrod and took the garments. Whenever
Esau served his parents, he wore these garments, which were
his best clothes. Esau was an evil man. It is despicable to
covet, to murder and to steal. Yet, we see that even though he
is evil, there is something positive that we can learn from Esau
(besides not emulating his immoral ways) ... he strove to serve
his parents in the best possible manner.
How great is the mitzvah, the commandment, of honoring one's
parents? The story is told of Rabbi Yehoshua ben Ilem who
was once told in a dream, "Be happy, for you and a butcher
named Nanas will be neighbors in the World-to-Come." Upon
awakening, Rabbi Yehoshua was quite shaken. He had devoted
all his time to studying torah and fulfilling commandments;
how could an ordinary butcher have sufficient merit to be his
neighbor in the World-to-Come?
Rabbi Yehoshua traveled with his students from town to town
until he found Nanas, the butcher. Overwhelmed that a famous
sage came to visit him, Nanas humbly asked Rabbi Yehoshua
why he had come. When Rabbi Yehoshua asked him what
mitzvot he was performing, Nanas replied, "l have elderly
parents who are helpless. 1 give them food and drink, and
wash and dress them daily."
Upon hearing this, Rabbi Yehoshua kissed him on his head
and said, "I am truly fortunate to have you as my neighbor in
the World-to-Come!" (Seder HaDoros, part 2, p. 196)

Materialism and Spirituality
peeding along the highway is a handsome
carriage drawn by six snow-white stallions.
Inside the carriage sits the famous Sir Moses
Montefiore, a wealthy English Jew, a Member
of British Parliament, and a world-renowned
philanthropist.

After hearing of the government-sponsored
pogroms in Russia that embittered the lives
of thousands of Jews, Montefiore traveled
to Moscow to personally intervene with
Czar Nicolai to ease the burden on the Jews.
Montefiore's emblem, with Hebrew letters,
was displayed prominently on both sides of the
carriage, causing much consternation among
the Russian peasants - chagrined over the fact
that such a royal carriage could belong to a
Jew.

As the carriage slowed down, a rock hit its
side with a loud thud. A young boy at the side
of the road screamed at the top of his lungs:
"Zhid! Zhid! (Jew! Jew!)" and promptly ran
off as fast as he could. Montefiore immediately
ordered his driver to stop the carriage and
catch the stone-thrower. As the chase went on,
Montefiore became very emotional, since this
was the first time he had ever been the target of
an anti-Semitic act.

When his men caught the culprit, he wasbrought
red-faced before a trembling Montefiore. The
boy expected a good thrashing. Instead he got
a little lecture translated into Russian. "My
boy, I must tell you that I have been called
many titles in my career. They call me Lord,
Sir, Member of Parliament and distinguished
gentleman. However, the title that you called
me is the one I am the most proud of. So I
sincerely would like to thank you." And with
that he released the shocked boy.

The wealth of Montefiore and other financially
secure Jews, such as the Rothschild family,
saved countless Jews from pogroms and other
assorted disasters throughout our long history.
In Parshat Toldot we read of Isaac's plan to
give his son Esau the material blessings, so
that he could protect and support Jacob who
would spend his life in the spiritual realm of

\Torah study and prayer.

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New Israeli invention allows
blind to recognize objects.

Liat Negrin is happy to demonstrate
a new Israeli technology that “sees”
and reads for her. She is visually im-
paired with coloboma, a birth defect that
affects one in 10,000 people globally.
Wearing an OrCam device clipped to
her glasses, Negrin — who works for
the company — can now do the small-
est things that sighted people take for
granted.

Just by pointing her finger at objects and
listening to the device read the words
and numbers, she can hand over money
at the store without fear of being short-
changed. She can easily step on the right
bus as it approaches her stop. And she
can “read” the ingredients labels on
products at the supermarket.

OrCam gives her more freedom in and
out of the house, and is aimed to do the
same for the estimated 21 million Amer-
icans over 18 with visual impairments. .
Costing about the same as a good hearing
aid, the OrCam device is able to identify
thousands of objects, including the faces
of loved ones, dogs, buses, newspaper
text and store signs, all with the point of
the finger. Its voice system transmits the
information to the wearer’s ear.

“What we found during user studies is
that people reach their retirement age
and then start losing their sight. They go
to the doctors to update their glasses and
at some point the doctors can’t help any-
more,” Yonatan Wexler, the company’s
head of R&D, tells ISRAEL21c.

This is where OrCam comes in. Wexler
says the device was designed to be a reli-
able, sturdy and straightforward tool for
navigating everyday life.

Users can learn the OrCam system )
in about one minute, he says. Wexler’s
team recently tried it on an 18-year-old
Israeli teen blind since age five. They
asked him if he wanted to read the news-
paper, and he said yes, sarcastically.
"He put on the device, ‘read’ the newspa-
per and started to cry,” Oxford-educated
Wexler recalls..

The device uses artificial intelligence
and special algorithms built into a small
computer, powered by a camera and a
long-life battery.

Theoretically, OrCam could be imple-
mented into any array of systems that
need visual identification when the user
can’t see, even if there is no user pres-
ent. The device could be connected with
hearing aids and cochlear implants.
However, the technology would not
integrate with Google Glass or smart-
phones, since it requires more comput-
ing and battery power to run all day.
The possible uses for this groundbreak-
ing technology are almost endless. But
the company founders needed to start
somewhere, and so they decided to tack-
le an area that could benefit humanity.
“We wanted to find something with real
value,” Wexler says.

The device is currently for sale through
the OrCam website and retails for
$2,500, including customer support. The
company sold out its first hundred trial
offerings within 24 hours and they are
being shipped out now. Any new orders
made should be shipped by the end of
the year.

The system is to be tweaked according
to feedback from early adopters.
OrCam comes pre-installed with objects
it already recognizes, and can learn from
the user to recognize new ones. It will be
able to adapt to new languages, although
for now it reads in English only. )
