The Morality Business

In this week's Torah portion, Jacob arrives in Haran
and meets some shepherds. He notices that they are
sitting around chatting and immediately admonishes
them: If you are working for someone, then you are
being paid to tend that person's sheep, not to sit and
talk. And if you are self-employed, you should get on
with life. Either way, you sﬁouldn‘t be sitting around
doing nothing.
It turns out that these men were waiting to water their
sheep, and could not do so until there were enough
of them to remove a rock from over the well. Jacob
single-handedly moves the rock and allows them to
get on with shepherding.
It seems more than a litt%e strange that Jacob, for whom
these shepherds are complete strangers, immediately
launches into a critique of their values. Surely this is
none of his business. They are not his sheep, not his
shepherds, and this is not even his country. Who is he
to show up and tell them how to behave?
fl("ihe Sages elucidate from this a fundamental Jewish
idea.
We live in a world whose motto is: Live and let live.
The way another person conducts himself is his own
business. As long as he's not bothering you, let him
get on with it. It's none of your business to tell others
what to do.
This is not at all a Jewish value. Judaism says: Live,
and also help others to live more meaningful, fulfilled
and happy lives. 'Live and let live' is an attitude
without concern for others. Let People destroy their
own lives, as long as they don't bother me in the
process. Someone who cares about other people,
will not 'let live,' if that living is self-destructive or
harmful to anyone. In the same way as no one would
allow someone to jump off a building without trying
to talk him down, so too, Judaism says, that no one
should allow another person to waste his life without
trying to educate him differently.
Far from being "none of his business," the men at the
well were precisely Jacob's business. Infusing society
with ethics and values was the "family business"
that Jacob had inherited from his father, Isaac, and
grandfather, Abraham. It may not have been a public
company, but nonetheless it was a business that
eventually changed the way the world thinks. (The
world's two largest religions eventually became its
major shareholders.)
For we Jews, morality is still very much the family
business. It's not enough to be moral ourselves. When
we see immorality, it is also our business to try to
educate - as Jacob did 4,000 years ago.

(" Peres Thanks Denmark
for Saving Jews during
World War 11

resident Shimon Peres on

Wednesday hosted Crown Prince
Frederik of Denmark at his residence
in Jerusalem.The Danish Crown
Prince is on his first visit to Israel in
commemoration of 70 years since
the rescue of Danish Jews from the
Holocaust. In October of 1943, more
than 7,000 Jews were sent to safety
in Sweden.
Peres welcomed Crown Prince Fred-
erik to Israel and thanked him for
what his country did for the Jewish
people during the Holocaust.
"Let me express the appreciation of
our people and of myself for your
timely visit to our land and to Jeru-
salem,” he said.
“Denmark is an exemplary country
in the world, a state based on peace,
social justice and caring for people. I
believe that's why you're admired. |
want to express our profound thanks
to your people for what they did dur-
ing the Holocaust. Among all other
countries it was Denmark that made
a supreme attempt to save the lives
of the Jewish people in your coun-
try either by hiding them, defending
them or shipping them to Sweden,”
said Peres.
“Most of them were saved and we
shall never forget it, we consider it a
historic act. I would like to express
my personal appreciation for your
visit and I hope that the Queen will
follow suit; in our days parents are
following their children and we shall
be delighted to host her here."
Crown Prince Frederik thanked
Peres and said, "Thank you very
much Mr. President, I would like
to extend my warmest wishes from
my parents, Margrethe, Queen of
Denmark and my father, Henrik, the
Prince Consort of Denmark."

\_Referring to his visit earlier in the

day to Yad Vashem, the Prince )
added, “On a personal note it is fan-
tastic to be in Israel and to visit so
far the museum and to witness also
the part that tells a positive story dur-
ing World War II about Danish Jews
being shipped and rescued on small
boats across from the shores of east-
ern Denmark to Swedish shores, that
was a very bold act of good Danish
citizens who came from all walks of
life and who did not hesitate to act
when it was very necessary.”

“For me this is something personal
but today our two countries com-
memorate this. I will remember this
visit for the rest of my life," he said.
Recently there has been some ques-
tioning of the role Denmark played
in the Holocaust, as the nation had
relations with Nazi Germany even
as it supported its own Jews.
Nevertheless, the rescue of 7,000
Jews, roughly 95% of Denmark's
total Jewish population, is an inspir-
ing story from an otherwise horrific
period. Jews in Denmark reportedly
were viewed by their non-Jewish
neighbors as fellow countrymen,
and King Christian X is said to have
worn the Star of David in sympathy
for the Jewish plight.

Israelis meet in NBA
Omri Casspi and Gal Mekel both
shone in the first-ever game be-
tween Israeli players in the NBA,
with the former helping the Houston
Rockets to a 113-105 win over the
Dallas Mavericks.

“It was exciting to meet Gal,” said
Casspi, who scored 12 points, in-
cluding three three-pointers, in 21
minutes, while also registering two
rebounds and two assists.
“It was fun to speak Hebrew during
the game. Omri and I were talking
about how far we have come since
playing together at the youth level,”
said Mekel, who like Casspi is 25
years old.
