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he book of Vayikra (Leviticus) primarily deals

with what are commonly called "sacrifices" or
"offerings." According to Rabbi Samson Raphael Hirsch:
a "sacrifice" implies giving up something that is of
value to oneself for the benefit of another. An "offering"
implies a gift which satisfies the receiver. The Almighty
does not need our gifts. He has no needs or desires. The
Hebrew word is korban, which is best translated as a
means of bringing oneself into a closer relationship with
the Almighty. The offering of korbanot was only for our
benefit to come close to the Almighty.
Ramban, one of the essential commentaries on Torah,
explains that through the vicarious experience of what
happened to the animal korbanot, the transgressor
realized the seriousness of his transgression. This aided
him in the process of teshuva -correcting his erring
ways.
This week's portion includes the details of various types
of korbanot: burnt offering, flour offering (proof that
one does not need to offer "blood" to gain atonement),
the first grain offering, peace offering, unintentional sin
offering (private and communal), guilt (for an intentional
sin) offerings - varied upon one's ability to pay, and an
offering for personal use of something designated or
belonging to the Tabernacle or the Temple.

TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states:

"And if he does not have the financial means
for two turtledoves or for two young pigeons, then
he shall bring his offering for his transgression, the
tenth part of an ephah of fine flour for a sin offering"
(Leviticus 5:11).

What lesson for life is the Torah teaching us?

The Chofetz Chaim, Rabbi Yisroel Meir Kagan
(1839 -1933), comments that we see from here
how the Torah established different requirements
for a wealthy person and a poor person. A wealthier
person's offering must be worth more money for him
to fulfill his obligation. If a wealthy person will bring
the offering of a poor person, his offering is not valid
and he is still obligated to bring a larger offering. The
same is true of our obligation to give charity. The
more money you have the greater is your obligation
to give charity. Every person is obliged to give a tenth
of his income to charity. One who earns a hundred
times more than someone else must give a hundred
times more charity.

The same concept also applies to other talents. The
greater your intellect, for instance, the greater your
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obligation to share your wisdom with others. D

We read
Megilat Esther on Purim evening and again during the morning service. It is
important to attend synagogue to hear the Megilah reading. If one cannot attend
synagogue, one should have the Megilah read at home or at work.
Q. Why do we make a noise when Haman’s name is mentioned in the Megilah?
A. Haman descended from Amalek and the Torah tells us that we must «erase the
remembrance of Amalek». Thus, when the reader mentions Haman, we «erase»
his name by making noise. There was an ancient custom where Haman’s name
was written upon two sticks. Every time Haman was mentioned, people would
bang the sticks together until his name was erased.

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THE REASON FOR ANIMAL
OFFERINGS

People today have a hard time comprehending the

concept of animal offerings. They certainly don't
want to restore them, and some have actually censored
out any mention of doing so from prayer books.
Yet there must be a good reason why these offerings
comprise such a large part of the Torah. We will therefore
try to understand their symbolic meaning, basing much
of our explanation on the writings of Rabbi Samson
Raphael Hirsch (19th century Germany).
When Abraham was ready to offering his son Isaac
(Genesis 22), God's angel appeared and told him to stop.
The Torah then says that Abraham found a ram in a thorn
bush and offered it "instead of his son." How can a ram -
that doesn't even belong to Abraham - be a substitute for
his beloved son? ("Please accept this bobby pin I found
on the floor as a token of my appreciation for the million
dollars you gave me!") The surprising thing is that
Abraham receives God's blessing only after sacrificing
the ram. Who cares about the ram anyway!?
The commentaries explain that what Abraham did to the
ram, he felt in his heart as if he was doing it to his son. He
had to experience the pain of killing Isaac, the struggle
of asking "why?" and to overcome his emotional stress
to fulfill the will of his Creator.
Thus by offering the ram instead of his son, Abraham
received God's blessing.
Similarly, when a Jew would bring an offering to the
Temple, he had to feel it was his own flesh and blood
that really deserved to be offered, and God should accept
this animal as a meager substitute for himself.
This realization by itself had the power to change a
person's attitude about life and his relationship with the
Almighty.
The animal's slaughter teaches that  have to symbolically
slaughter the animal side of me. The blood which
symbolizes life is then sprinkled on the side of the altar,
which symbolizes the service of the Almighty. Parts of
the animal are then burned on the altar, Rabbi Hirsch
explains, to symbolize bringing "the fire of Godliness
into the world."
However, this only worked when the Jewish people
were living according to God's will. At the time of
the Temple's destruction, many Jews were paying lip
service with their offerings. Thus God told the prophet:
"Do I need the fat of their rams?" - i.e. if an offering is
insincere, then it is only a waste of the poor animal.
