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TORAH PORTION OF THE WEEK

his week is a jam-packed portion. It begins with a choice:

"I set before you a blessing and a curse. The blessing: if
you obey the commandments of God...; the curse if you do not
... and you follow other gods."
The portion continues with rules and laws for the land of Israel,
primarily oriented towards staying away from idol worship and
the religions in the land. In verses 13:1-12 you will find the
section that caused a missionary's face to blanch and silenced
him from continuing to proselytize a renowned rabbi.
One of the indications of the existence and necessity of the Oral
Torah -an explanation and clarification (later redacted as the
Talmud) of the written Torah (The Five Books of Moses) - comes
from verse 12:21: "You will slaughter animals ... according to
the manner I (God) have prescribed." Nowhere in the Torah are
we instructed in the manner of shechita, ritual slaughter. One
might conclude that there was a very sloppy editor. Or -one
might conclude that there are additional teachings clarifying
and amplifying the written Word.
The source of the Chosen People concept is brought this
week:

"You are a nation consecrated to God your Lord. God has
chosen you from all nations on the face of the earth to be His
own special nation ...." (Deut. 14:1-2)

We are chosen for responsibility, not privilege - to act morally
and to be a "light unto the nations."

The portion then gives instructions regarding: permitted and
forbidden foods, the Second Tithe, remissions of loans every 7
years, treatment of those in need (to be warm-hearted and open-
handed), a Jewish bondsman, the three pilgrimage festivals
(Passover, Shavuot, Sukkot).

TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states:

"If there be among you a needy person, one of your
brethren within any of your gates, in your land which the
Almighty, your God, gives you, you shall not harden your heart
nor shut your hand against your needy brother." (Deuteronomy
15:7)

What do the words "you shall not harden your heart" come to
teach us?

Rabbi Avraham Ibn Ezra (a 12th century Spanish commentator)
explains: you shall not refrain from speaking kind words to his
heart. When a person is poor, he suffers more than just financial
deprivation - he suffers much emotional pain. Many times he
might become totally discouraged and broken. Therefore, we
have an obligation to open our hearts to such a person and to
talk to him in a compassionate and empathetic manner. We
must go out of our way to give words of encouragement. Just
giving a person money without trying to help him emotionally
is only part of the job. It is a sign of apathy and callousness not
to try to cheer up a person who needs emotional support.

HALACHOT - SELICHOT

From the second day of the month of Elul until Yom Kippur the
Sepharadic custom is to recite the Selichot prayer.This year it
begins on Monday (Aug 17th).

Selichot is a special Tefila which inspires us to introsgect, reflect

on our actions and ask forgiveness from the Almighty for our
mistakes and wron%doings. Selichot is traditionally said lg/efore the
morning prayer (Shacharit) although, technically, Selichot could
be said also during nighttime or even during the day. Following
an ancient custom in our community we don’t say Selichot in
between sunset and midnight.

The Ashkenazi Minhag is to start Selichot services the last Sunday
before Rosh Hashana. However, when Rosh Hashana falls on a
Monday or Tuesday (it can never fall on a Sunday) Selichot will
begin two Sundays before Rosh Hashana.

During the entire month of Elul the Ashkenazim and most
Sephardim have the custom to blow the Shofar. The Ashkenazim
blow the Shofar at the end of Shacharit. Our custom is to blow the
Shofar at the end of Selichot prayers, right before Shacharit .

his week's portion alludes to the Jewish

idea of giving minimally 10% of one's
net income to charity (Deut. 14:22). Twenty
percent is the more ideal figure, but 10% is
satisfactory.
Commenting on a word repetition in the
Torah, the Sages make the following
amazing statement: A person should give
10% in order to become wealthy! They say
that it is impossible to become poor from
giving charity, and if you don't believe it,
just try it and see!
This is the only place that the Sages say
you are allowed to test God out to see if He

Jews In Arab Countries

izrahi Jews lived in the Arab domain for

many generations, in Iraq from the days
of Babylon and in North African countries
since the Roman era.
Throughout certain periods of history, the
majority of the world's Jews lived in districts
which are now controlled by Arab countries,
but as a result of demographic changes and the
immigration to Europe in the Middle Ages,
only five percent of the world's Jews remained
in the area at the beginning of World War I1 —
mainly in Morocco, Iraq, Egypt and Tunisia.
The standard of living of the Jews in Cairo
and in Baghdad on the eve of World War [ was
higher than the standard of living of Eastern
European Jews, who lived in small and mostly
remote towns. Their main occupations were
in commerce, textile, customs, dressmaking,
gold crafting, banking and finances.
In countries under Ottoman rule, Jews could
also get into the governmental sector and
become high-ranking government workers,
tax collectors and even judges. Quite a few
Jewish families gained a lot of capital over the
generations.
Atthe sametime, the Zionistmovementevoked
antagonism among the Arab residents, which
increased amid the revival of nationalism.
The establishment of Israel increased and
intensified the anti-Semitism, leading to a
rise in cases of harassment, plunder and even
massacres.
The government of Iraq (which became
an independent state in the 1950s) even
nationalized Jewish businesses and much
Jewish property, allegedly as "compensation"
for the Palestinian refugees — but this money
mainly reached the hands of senior government
members.

does what He says. Try giving 10% of your

income to charity, they say, and watch your
money grow. Apparently the concept is that
if you use your money in a way that God
wants, then He will give you more with
which to do so.

The general principle of charity is as
follows. What is more meaningful to do
with your money - to spend it on yourself,
or to use it to help others? What will give
you deeper and more lasting pleasure? Yes,
we can joke and laugh about it, but bottom
line, everyone knows that giving to others
is what will live with us for eternity - not

In the eariy 1960s, Egyptian President

Gamal Abdel Nasser nationalized Jewish
property in Egypt, and the same happened to
Libya's Jews. In Syria, Tunisia and Algeria,
most Jews fled with only the clothes they
were wearing after the declarations of
independence, leaving all their property
behind.

The Jews of Morocco were treated much
better, and were perhaps the only ones who
could leave in a relatively organized manner
with their money, but in many other cases
they left their homes and businesses behind.
By the mid 1960s, more than 700,000
Jews had left the Arab states, most of them
immigrating to Israel.

One of those trying to collect as much
information and possible and raise an
interest among members of the veteran
generation and among the children of
the Israeli refugees is Dr. Edy Cohen, an
expert in Middle Eastern affairs and a
senior researcher at Bar-Ilan University's
Department of Middle Eastern Studies.
Dr. Cohen, the son of Jewish refugees who
fled Lebanon in the 1980s, managed to collect
information about this aspect of the "nakba"
of the Arab state's Jews as part of his studies.
Through the Kedem Forum for Arabic Studies
and the conferences he holds, he is trying to
create a buzz regarding the need to try to get
Mizrahi Jews this huge financial debt back.
But the Arab states' current disintegration
process is not helping the chances of actually
receiving compensation. Syria no longer exists
as a state, as only 25 percent of the territory is
controlled by the Assad regime and the rest is
divided between the Islamic State, Jabhat al-
Nusra, the national rebels and the Kurds.

the big house we built or the comfortable
car we drove (or better yet, had someone
else drive for us).

In Jewish thinking, God gives us money
so we'll use it to make His world a better
place. Yes, we should enjoy it also, and
that's why one shouldn't give away more
than 20%. But the true pleasure of money
is the opportunity to use it to help others.
Even the best investment you can find will
pay you nothing, once you have moved on
from this world, as we all do one fine day.
Only that which you invest in charitable
giving can truly last forever.

The situation is similar in Irag, where almost
one-third of the territory is already controlled
by ISIS. Libya has essentially been divided
between a number of large tribes, and the
situation in Algeria and Tunisia isn't promising
either.

Of all the countries mentioned so far,
the only relevant ones are Egypt and
Morocco, which can allegedly afford to
pay compensation. Morocco, which has a
relatively stable economy, may be capable
of paying damages if it has to, but Egypt
— which is relying on external donations
right now — won't be able to do so.

An amusing anecdote is the fact that huge
Egyptian bank Misr, which has about 500
branches in Egypt and in other countries
and which is owned by the Egyptian
government, is now claiming ownership
of the King David Hotel in Jerusalem.
The bank is demanding compensation
for the hotel's shares, which it says were
expropriated by the Israeli Administrator
General in as early as 1948. The Egyptians
must have forgotten that the Israeli
Administrator General can claim all the
assets of Jewish families in Egypt — and
that even after deducting the value of the
King David Hotel, it could be quite a good
deal for the State of Israel.

In February 2010, the Knesset approved
a law safeguarding Jewish refugees' right
for compensation. The law states that
"as part of negotiations for peace in the
Middle East, the government will include
the issue of compensating Jewish refugees
from Arab states and Iran for the property
they lost, including property which was
owned by a Jewish community in those
countries."
